 1. Discuss THREE ways in which the concept of core-periphery relations helps explain the development of  

the urban systems shown above. Be sure to use evidence from both maps to support each of your conclusions. 
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 2. A. Identify and explain ONE way that tourism has diminished regional landscape distinctiveness. 

  B. Identify and explain ONE way that tourism has enhanced regional landscape distinctiveness. 

 
 3. Over the last 150 years, Europe has changed from a source to a destination region for international migration. 

  A. Use the demographic transition model to explain briefly Europe’s development as a source of international 
migrants between 1800 and 1920. 

  B. Identify and briefly explain ONE factor other than demographic transition that was responsible for Europe’s 
development as a source of migrants to the United States between 1800 and 1920. 

  C. Briefly explain how THREE aspects of the demographic transition model account for Europe’s 
transformation into a destination region for migrants from North Africa between 1960 and 2000. 
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
